Check-In 
We strongly advise that all participants who are staying at the Jury’s Inn should check-in at the hotel prior to 
arriving at the tournament venue.

Arrival / Travel in Edinburgh 
Edinburgh International Airport;

Edinburgh airport is 8 miles (12km) from Edinburgh city centre.  Buses into the city depart from stand 18, 
outside the UK arrivals hall and operate 24 hours a day, seven days a week, with a journey time of 25 
minutes to Waverley Station which is 5 minutes from the Jury’s Inn. Tickets cost £3 for a single, £5 for a 
return and can be bought from the airport information desks or on the bus itself.   
 
The taxi rank at Edinburgh Airport is also outside the UK and Ireland arrivals hall. The average fare to the 
city centre is £16. 
 
Rail Travel; 
Edinburgh Waverley is at the East end of Princes Street (5 minutes from the Jury’s Edinburgh Inn).  
Edinburgh Haymarket is at the West end.  Onward travel to the National Squash Centre is via taxi or bus.

The following bus routes will take you to the National Squash Centre at Heriot-Watt, Riccarton; 
the 25 and 34 leave from Princes Street and the 45 leaves from St. Andrews Square.  The 45 route will also 
take you near to the second venue, Colinton Castle Squash Club.  You should get off at Redford Barracks, 
cross the road to Paties Road then follow the road down before turning left along to Katesmill Road. 
 
The cost for a single journey is £1.00 per adult and £0.60 per child under the age of 16 please use the 
correct money as change will not be given. 

 
Directions to the Tournament Venue 
The National Squash Centre at Heriot-Watt University is situated half a mile west off Calder junction exit 
from the A720 city bypass.  The bypass connects with the A8, M8, A1, A7 and A68.  When arriving via the 
M8 from Glasgow, follow signs for A71.
